Description  The project consists of the replacement of the bridge and reconstrudierohdway
approaches, including drainage, sidewalk and guardrail improvements. tdtiitations to support the project
are also required. The project was designed by ASEC Corporation and is beingctethdty S&R

Corporation from Lowell, MA. The contract has a current completion datepé®ber 2010, however;
changes to the construction sequencing to utilize a single stage oficbosthave resulted in a projected
completion date of November 2009. MassHighway is moving into the final appraeass for an acceleration
proposal to further reduce the time frame for construction of the project.

Prior Activities -

The bridge was closed to all vehicular and pedestrian traffic on Septembe®21o 20low the project to
commence. A detour route was established and marked with the propeesigmapgRoute 133, Route 1 and
Hanover Street. Additional signs were installed at various locationg #he detour route notifying drivers of
the many businesses that remain open during construction. Traffic signalastelfed at the intersection of
Route 1 with Hanover Street/Middle Street to facilitate traffic ements along the detour route.

Current Project Status —

The Contractor has completed the demolition of the deck and superstructusenaw focusing on the
construction of cofferdams around the existing piers to facilitatedbmolition. The placement of steel
sheeting around the piers will allow for the demolition to occur in an enclosad &he cofferdam work is
complete at piers #1 and #3; 60% complete at pier #2 and 50% complete at pier #4heAdlafferdam work
associated with the piers is anticipated to be completed prior to theranental permit restrictions on “work
in the water”, which will go into effect in mid February. The start flatéhe restrictions was extended
approximately two weeks, which made the completion of the cofferdam worklgostEhe contractor is
continuing to work extended hours (Ten hours) on weekdays and (Eight hours) on Saturdgytheuri
placement of sheeting. The drilled shafts that will support the northmrtynant have been completed. This
work required the removal of earth, obstructions and solid rock to deep tdjuwed by the placement of
steel reinforcement and cement concrete. Once the constructiorcoffdrdams is complete, the work
associated with the remaining drilled shafts and the formwork for tpmped abutments will also commence.

Two electronic signs remain in place on Route 1 at its intersection eittiaC Street/Glen Street in Rowley to
enhance driver awareness of traffic movements at this locationsHiggsvay recently positioned “speed

reader” boards on both sides of the intersection to increase drivesrass regarding operating speeds and also
agreed to assist Rowley Police with speed enforcement initiativies area.

In response to concerns expressed by local officials, MassHighway rdatigi¢ming of the traffic signals at
the intersection of Route 1 with Route 133 in Rowley to counter the effieatmalfunctioning vehicle detector
on Route 133 westbound that was causing delays on Route 1. MassHighway ismgeoiens to temporarily
restore the detection for the affected approach until weather conditibafiow permanent repairs to be
completed.
